Approach/First results 

What happens after project ending of different research 
initiatives in freight transport? This key question has to be 
analysed regarding the different transport modes within 
the Framework programmes FP5 and FP6.  

As main basis for the research and review of projects the 
TST approach will be used focusing on 3 main fields of 
analyses: Society, Techniques and Territories. 

Beyond the analysis of FP5 and FP6 projects, the current 
situation of market will be described for each mode. 

A questionnaire is being used as a tool to get the neces-
sary information around the projects. The interrelations 
between Society, Techniques and Territories will then be 
characterized by a draft model adapted individually for 
each project. A first release is provided below.  

Finally, the past and present analysis will allow providing 
to the European Commission a methodology and recom-
mendations for future projects.
